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  Why the Cecchetti Method of Classical Ballet?

The Cecchetti Method of Classical Ballet is taught here at Randazzo Dance not only because students are trained to be good 
ballet dancers, but also because they are educated as well. This method has been developed to educate and prepare dancers 
from the very first class as a pre-ballet child to the Professional level performer, ready to audition for a company. The 
syllabus is taught through scientifically planned material, applied appropriately to the studentÕs age and growing bodies, in 
order to prevent injury. Dancers learn discipline through focusing and being attentive to details of technique and style. They 
learn to listen to, absorb, and apply personal and general corrections. The specific movement patterns for each grade level 
require the student to learn concepts and theories of movement. These concepts can then be applied to movements. The 
repetition of syllabus material allows the dancer to develop technical muscle memory, strength, and stamina while allowing 
the dancer to concentrate more fully on the quality of movement. The gradual development of the syllabus builds a constant 
thread from the lowest level to the highest level, assuring that every type of movement is included. Patterns of steps that are 
not included in the set syllabus are also presented to help dancers respond to material quickly and to use the technique and 
styling that is becoming a part of their muscle memory. Material in the professional level syllabus of the Cecchetti Method is 
derived largely from the Romantic and Classical ballets, thus well preparing the dancer for a career in ballet.!

Why Examinations?!Examinations at every level provide a standard by which a dancerÕs progress and expertise may be 
measured. They also provide goals and tangible evidence of achievement. The following students will be taking their exams 
in early March.

Rehearsal and performance schedules are posted in the lobby on the bulletin board.  Please check spelling and make sure 
your childÕs name is listed in the appropriate pieces. Rehearsal times are written next to the piece they are in.  Most students are 
involved in at least 2 showcases performing some of the same dances with the exception of the younger students.  !

Procedures:  Students arrive !  hour before their designated rehearsal and showcase time.  They will meet in the music rooms 
behind the stage. We will have signs. The entrance for the dancers is in the middle of the school when using the main parking 
lot on Packard.  

Students remain backstage for the duration of the showcase and are picked up in the music room after the Showcase is 
completed.  There will be no intermission.  We have divided the classes to keep the Showcase running approximately 75 
minutes.     Please do not enter and exit the auditorium during the showcase unless it is an emergency.  It is extremely 
disruptive to the dancers and the other audience members.!

No videotaping or photography during the Showcase.  Last year a man was taking ßash photos of his daughter during the 
show and the ßash temporarily blinded the young dancers.  Anyone taking ßash photography during the Showcase will be asked 
to leave.  Please arrange for any photos and videos during rehearsals.  Each dance will have a complete run through one time 
during rehearsal so please be ready to take photos and videos at that time.

DVDÕS will be available for purchase from each Showcase.  Cost of each DVD will be $35.  Order forms will be available 
at the desk.
